The Museum was founded in 1908 by Gaetano Ballardini and today collects and promotes more than 50.000 works, both ancient and contemporary, exhibited in 15.000 suggestive squared meters. The MIC is a unique exemplar in the world, ceramics from the Far East, Syria, Iran, Egypt, Turkey and from South America, allow people an extraordinary experience, testified also by the masterpieces of the Italian renaissance, works by Picasso, Matisse, Chagall, Leger, Burri, Fontana and others. It includes a Historical Library which preserves more than 60.000 books, a Restoration Department, Photographic and Documentary Archives, an educational department “Playing with Art”, publishes the review Faenza. It arranges the International Competition of Contemporary Ceramic Art/ Faenza Prize and is part of the sites selected by UNESCO as place of peace with the acknowledgement MIC expression of ceramic art in the world
