The Mayor of the Town of Wągrowiec calls for proposals in the manner set out in art. 10 of the Public-Private Partnership Act for the design, co-financing, construction, and use of a Water Recreational Centre according to Public-Private Partnership rules.  


Basic information on the planned investment:


1. Location of the investment: area placed in the northern part of the Town of Wągrowiec, by  Durowskie Lake, adjacent to the „Pietrak” hotel, a school complex, and to nearby municipal sports facilities. The maximum acreage of the investment is 2.3 ha (including the land for buildings specified below).

The land is located in the town centre and is surrounded by forests and greenery. 

2. Offered investment area: 2.3 ha


3. Owner of the land: the Town of Wągrowiec and the Powiat of Wągrowiec


4. Under the resolution no. VI/47/2007 passed by the Town Council of Wągrowiec on 29 March 2007, the drafting of the land utilisation plan for the future location of the Water Recreational Centre has already begun. The plan is expected to be passed in the fourth quarter of 2007. 

5. The town authorities have got a ready-made concept of the investment together with all analyses required by the Public-Private Partnership Act. 

6. The anticipated completion time of the investment: 2007 – 2009



7. Suggested features of the investment include in particular:

· A swimming pool complex (similar in standard to an aqua park) consisting of:

· a 6-lane swimming pool, size 25m x 12,5m 

· irregularly-shaped leisure swimming pools, all forming an interconnected system decorated with small architecture, connected with a swimming pool for swimming lessons and a well-developed infrastructure of „water fun” facilities: a wild river, a water cave, a water jet, underwater hydromassage, water geysers, fountains, cascades, water curtains, jacuzzis, hydromassage swimming pools, pipe and half-pipe water slides, a paddling pool with attractions for children, and optionally an outdoor pool open all year, etc. 

· a wellness&spa centre with a sauna complex (saunas, Finnish saunas, Turkish baths, infrared saunas, etc.), massage and hydromassage salons, treatment rooms for rehabilitation and  physiotherapy, a beauty salon, a fitness club, a gym, etc.,

· an entertainment centre (a bowling club) with a bowling alley, a billiards room, an arcade, and a multifunctional dance and entertainment hall, 

· cafeterias, restaurants, and shops. 

· A hotel of a suggested minimum standard of *** with tourist, recreational, sports, health, and conference amenities

· Land development

Recreational grounds and other outdoor recreational attractions.

8. Formal guidelines:


The Town of Wągrowiec is looking for an investor for the above-mentioned Centre under Public-Private Partnership Rules. The investor is expected to cooperate with the Town of Wągrowiec in designing, co-financing, construction, and use of the Centre. Any party interested in becoming a Public-Private Partner is required to submit a written application containing an offer of the development of the Water Recreational Centre in Wągrowiec. The application will form a basis for holding initial talks on the planned investment.


9. Applications:

Applications should be in Polish. Applicants are required to enclose documents confirming the legal status of business, parties authorized to represent the investor (for example a KRS excerpt), and a written declaration that the applicant has familiarized himself with the call for proposals and that he has no reservations about it. Documents prepared in a foreign language should be translated by a certified translator. 



An application should include the applicant's own assumptions and expectations of the way the investment is to be carried out, especially with respect to:

· the range of investments planned by the investor confronted with the Town's suggestions, 

· offered forms of investment financing, 

· the period of use of the investment facilities and the method of sharing profits, 

· planned financing of the investment (whether financed entirely or partly by the investor), and the expectations to be fulfilled by the Town, 

· suggested solutions regarding property rights on the basis of which the investment will be carried out, 

· intentions to use ecological technologies (solar power systems, geothermal power systems, etc.) in the development and use of the investment facilities.  

The applicant will be required to provide more explanations in writing if such explanations are necessary to consider the application or to perform additional analyses in the manner set out in art. 11 of the Public-Private Partnership Act.


Submitting an application in the manner set out in art. 10 of the Public-Private Partnership Act does not give the applicant the right of precedence in the actual tender procedure started to select the investor. Neither does submitting an application give the applicant the right to lay any legal claims against the town of Wągrowiec.
